Operation

a needle.

b Rinse the high-pressure nozzle with water from
the front.

2. Check the water supply volume.

Device leaking

sons. If the leak is severe, request authorised Cus-
tomer Service.

Detergent is not sucked in

1. Disconnect the spray lance from the high-pressure
gun and work only with the high-pressure gun.

2. Clean the filter on the detergent suction hose.

3. Check the detergent suction hose for kinks.
