INSTALLATION

Step 1
Remove the protective film off the board (®).

Step 2
Attach the frontal fixing bar (@) and the back fixing bar (®) to the
board (®).




Step 3

Attach two brackets (®) to the assembled unit of step 2 with bolts
(®) and bolts (@). (It's recommend to place the board vertically when
mounting the brackets.) Assemble the other canopy with one bracket.

Step 4

Drill 6 holes on the positions as the picture shows. Make sure the
holes you drill match the holes of the bracket. Use the setscrews (®) to
fix the canopy to the desired location.

e Handle components with care due to sharp corners.

e When your canopy needs cleaning, use a mild detergent solution and rinse
with cold clean water.
e Do not use acetone, abrasive cleaners or other special detergent to clean

the panel.
