Care and Use of your Toaster

The Bread Carriage Lever (2) will pop up once the reheat cycle has completed.
If you wish to cancel the reheating mode at any time, simply press the Cancel

e Always disconnect the toaster from the mains power supply and allow to cool

before cleaning.

e After each use remove the Crumb Tray from the toaster and empty out any

crumbs.

e Clean outside of the toaster with a clean damp cloth. Never clean with harsh or

abrasive cleaners.

e Do not submerge any part of the toaster in water or any other liquids.
e Do not use metal implements (i.e. Knife, fork, etc.) to remove trapped debris.
