£ Gently Vacuum all areas

SUNLIGHT AND HEAT

£ Direct sunlight or heat can cause fabrics to deteriorate or fade. Protect them by situating your
furniture out of the way of prolonged direct sunlight or by drawing curtains and blinds when
applicable.

Avoid placing furniture too close to fires or radiators.

Reduce potential damage by moving items around or changing position so that the same piece

or area is not always exposed.

4) Place the ottoman face down on a clean, flat surface.

5) Affix the legs as shown in the above diagram. Turn the ottoman over and place

on the legs. And the back should slotinto place using the fixings already there.
