Additional Safety Rules For Saw 
Tools

mm Proper safety gloves are also recommended.
mm Use clamps or a vice to secure your work 

whenever possible.
mm Do not run the machine with any part of the 

casing missing or damaged.

mm Vibrations can injure the nerves in hands & 
arms. Keep exposure to vibrations as short 
as possible. When carrying out work, always 
ensure that you have a stable standing 
position.

Special Safety Considerations
Causes and operator prevention of 
kickback:

mm Kickback is a sudden reaction to a pinched, 
bound or misaligned saw blade, causing an 
uncontrolled saw to lift up and out of the 
workpiece toward the operator.

mm When the blade is pinched or bound tightly 
by the kerf closing down, the blade stalls and 
the motor reaction drives the unit rapidly 
back toward the operator.

mm If the blade becomes twisted or misaligned 
in the cut, the teeth at the back edge of the 
blade can dig into the top surface of the 
wood causing the blade to climb out of the 
kerf and jump back toward the operator.

Kickback is the result of saw 
misuse and/or incorrect operating 
procedures or conditions and 
can be avoided by taking proper 
precautions as given below:

mm Maintain a firm grip with both hands 
on the saw and position your arms to 
resist kickback forces. Position your 
body to either side of the blade, but 
not in line with the blade. Kick back 
could cause the saw to jump backwards, 
but kickback forces can be controlled by the 
operator, if proper precautions are taken.

TOOL SPECIFIC SAFETY WARNINGS
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mm When blade is binding, or when 
interrupting a cut for any reason, 
release the trigger and hold the 
saw motionless in the material until 
the blade comes to a complete 
stop. Never attempt to remove the 
saw from the work or pull the saw 
backward while the blade is in motion 
or kickback may occur. Investigate and 
take corrective actions to eliminate the 
cause of blade binding.

mm When restarting a saw in the 
workpiece, centre the saw blade in 
the kerf and check that saw teeth are 
not engaged into the material. If saw 
blade is binding, it may walk up or kickback 
from the workpiece as the saw is restarted.

mm Support large panels to minimize the 
risk of blade pinching and kickback. 
Large panels tend to sag under their own 
weight. Supports must be placed under the 
panel on both sides, near the line of cut and 
near the edge of the panel.

mm Do not use dull or damaged blades. 
Unsharpened or improperly set blades 
produce narrow kerf causing excessive 
friction, blade binding and kickback.

mm Blade depth and bevel adjusting 
locking levers must be tight and 
secure before making cut. If blade 
adjustment shifts while cutting, it may cause 
binding and kickback.

mm Use extra caution when making a 
“plunge cut” into existing walls or 
other blind areas. The protruding blade 
may cut objects that can cause kickback.

mm Hold the power tool by insulated 
gripping surfaces, when performing 
an operation where the cutting 
accessory may contact hidden wiring 
or its own cord. Cutting accessory 
contacting a “live” wire may make exposed 
metal parts of the power tool “live” and 
could give the operator an electric shock.

mm Use clamps or another practical way 
to secure and support the workpiece 
to a stable platform. Holding the 
workpiece by hand or against your body 
leaves it unstable and may lead to loss of 
control.

The above warning is not applicable for 
garden saws for tree or hedge services.

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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
Intended Use
This jig saw is intended for cutting and sawing 
of wood, metal, plastic and other similar 
materials.
The tool must not be modified or used for 
any other purposes than the ones described in 
these instructions.

Inserting a Saw Blade

Prior to any assembly and adjustment always 
unplug the tool.

WARNING!

Only use T-Shank type jig saw blades.

NOTE

mm Lift the transparent blade cover up and hold 
it.

mm Pull the lever of the blade clamp and slide 
the saw blade into the groove as far as it will 
go with the blade teeth pointing forward. 
Make sure that the lug of the blade is fitted 
into the blade clamp, then release the blade 
clamp lever.

mm Check the blade is held firmly.
mm Lower the transparent blade cover to its 

initial position.

After a cut the saw blade can be very hot. Be 
careful when removing the saw blade. Wear 
appropriate safety gloves.

WARNING!

Power Switch

Before engaging the ON/OFF switch, check 
that the saw blade is properly fitted.

WARNING!

mm Connect the plug to the power supply. The 
power-on indicator light will remain lit until 
the tool is disconnected from the power 
supply

mm To switch on the jig saw, press the ON/ OFF 
switch. The switch can be set to continuous 
mode by pressing the switch lock.

mm When you release the ON/ OFF switch the 
tool turns off.

Startup

The voltage of the power source must 
match the rating label on the tool. 

NOTE

mm Before switching on the jig saw the front 
of the base plate must lie flat on the work 
piece.

mm Always hold the jig saw firmly with both 
hands. Make sure that the saw blade is not 
in contact with the work piece before the jig 
saw is turned on.

mm Allow the blade to come to a full stop 
before removing it from the cut.
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Stroke Rate Selection Dial
mm The maximum stroke rate of the blade can 

be adjusted using the dial, from 1 (slow) to 
6 (fast).

mm The required stroke rate of the saw blade 
is dependant on the material and the saw 
blade used and should be determined by 
practical tests. The following table can be 
used as a guide to help with initial settings.

Material Stroke Rate
Wood 5 - 6
Soft Steel 3 - 6
Stainless Steel 3 - 4
Aluminium 3 - 6
Plastic 1 - 4

Do not let the jig saw run continuously at the 
lowest speed. The motor can overheat.

NOTE

Mitre Cutting
mm For mitre sawing and flush-edge sawing the 

base plate can be angled toward either side 
in fixed steps (0°, 15°, 30° and 45°).

Only set the mitre angle when the tool is 
stopped and the blade has stopped moving. 
Otherwise the tool can be damaged.

WARNING!

mm Open the base plate locking lever. 
mm Tilt the saw shoe to the required position.
mm Close the base plate locking lever to lock 

the base plate into position. 

Adjusting the Pendulum Stroke
mm Pendulum stroke is adjusted using the 

stroke adjustment lever. The pendulum 
stroke moves the saw blade in a horizontal, 
pendulum motion.

mm At level 0, the jig saw works in linear stroke 
and at levels 1-3 in pendulum stroke. 
At level 3 the pendulum motion is at its 
greatest.

mm To facilitate the removal of swarf from the 
blade during cutting, the saw is pushed 
backwards in the downward stroke. 
This increases the cutting speed in the 
longitudinal sections and less force is 
therefore needed when cutting.

mm Using pendulum stroke increases the service 
life of blades.

mm Correctly adjusting the pendulum stroke 
improves the operation of the jig saw. The 
blade is protected, the ejection of swarf 
is improved and frictional heat is greatly 
reduced.

The pendulum stroke can be adjusted while 
the jig saw is running.

NOTE

Lever Position: 0 - Linear Stroke
mm For cutting soft steel, stainless steel, plastic 

and HDF boards.
mm For precise sawing of all materials for straight 

and curved cuts.
mm For clean cuts into wood and plywood.
mm For sawing of splinter-susceptible materials.

Lever Position 1 - Small Pendulum

Material:
mm For cutting soft steel, aluminium and 

hardwood.
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Lever Position 2 - Medium Pendulum

Material:
mm For cutting wood and plywood. 

Lever Position 3 - Large Pendulum
mm For fast cutting wood and plywood.
mm Only for cutting in straight cuts.

When using pendulum strokes, cutting edges 
may splinter more than when working with 
linear strokes. Brittle coatings on soft sub-
strates - e.g. laminated board are particularly 
prone to this occurring.

NOTE

Dust Removal
The jig saw is equipped with a dust blower 
function.

mm Set the dust removal switch to II to open 
the blower outlet. Dust is then blown away 
from the blade automatically, improving 
visibility of the cut.

mm Set the switch to I to close the outlet. When 
connecting an extractor to the dust nozzle 
(see next chapter), set the switch to the I 
position.

Dust Collection
mm The jig saw can produce a lot of dust. 

By connecting the machine to a suitable 
extractor, this can be significantly reduced.

Dust extraction is not possible on mitre cuts.

NOTE

mm Slide the nozzle all the way into the opening 
until the snap-in nose visibly and audibly 
locks into place.

mm Connect the dust nozzle to a suitable 
extractor or vacuum cleaner.

Wood dust can be particularly hazardous. It is 
recommended to use additional dust protec-
tion masks when cutting these materials.

WARNING!

Parallel Stop
To cut parallel to a material edge you can use 
the included parallel stop. In order to fix the 
parallel stop:

mm Loosen the 2 fastening screws.
mm Insert the stop into the foot.
mm Using the centimetre scale on the parallel 

stop, adjust the distance between the stop 
bar and the saw blade.

mm Secure the parallel stop by tightening the 
fastening screws.

When not using the parallel stop, tighten the 
fastening screws securely. Vibration during 
normal use can cause them to work loose.

NOTE

Maintenance

Switch off the tool and disconnect the power 
(remove battery/unplug) before cleaning and 
maintenance. This helps avoid the risk of 
electric shocks and accidental starting.

WARNING!

mm Wipe the tool with a dry or damp cloth. 
Do not use a wet cloth. Do not use 
detergent that contains solvent or 
corrosive, abrasive additives. This risks 
damaging the surfaces of the tool.
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mm Clear the tool vents and the accessory 
mount of dust and dirt after each use. 
Do not clean ventilation holes by 
inserting sharp objects in them, such 
as screwdrivers and other similar 
objects.

mm Stubborn contamination in areas hard to 
access can be removed with compressed air 
(max. 3 bar).

mm Regularly check all fasteners, screws and 
bolts to make sure that they are tight. 
Tighten any loose screws immediately or 
serious injury could occur.

mm If the power cord becomes damaged and 
replacement is necessary, this must be 
carried out by an authorised warranty agent.

Never open the tool. The tool has no
internal parts that the user can service or 
repair. Never try to repair the tool yourself. 
Take to an authorised service centre.

WARNING!

Transport and Storage
mm If the tool will remain unused for any length 

of time, it should be stored in the original 
packaging.

mm Store the tool in a dry, frost-free, well 
ventilated place with a temperature of no 
more than 40°C.

mm Keep all tools out of the reach of children.
mm Always switch off the tool and disconnect it 

from the power supply (remove the battery/
unplug the power cord) before transport.

mm Always carry the tool using the purpose-
designed handle.

mm Ensure that the tool is not at risk of tipping 
over or exposed to excessive vibration and 
shocks during transport, especially if the tool 
will be transported by car or other vehicle.
