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• Ensure the power cable is not trapped or damaged during positioning to prevent electrical 
hazards.  

• Keep the product away from flammable or explosive materials to mitigate the risk of fire or 
explosion hazards. 

• Protect the appliance from exposure to any water or damp areas to prevent electrical hazards. 

• Refrain from rinsing the appliance with water to maintain cleanliness and dryness, thus avoiding 
electrical hazards.  

• Avoid covering the rear fan outlet with curtains or clothing to prevent overheating and potential 
damage to the appliance.

Instead, it 

automatically detects and adjusts based on the input power supplied.  

To use DC (12V) power, simply connect the provided 12V power lead to your vehicle’s cigarette 

lighter socket or any suitable 12V DC power source. The mini fridge will automatically switch to DC 

mode when it detects a 12V input.  

Please ensure that all connections are secure and that the power source is functioning correctly.  

Operating Instructions 
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Before Putting Your Appliance Into Use 

• Remove all inner and outer packaging components, including adhesive transport tapes. 

• Verify that none of the following are missing: 

• Removable Shelves 

• Operating Manual 

• Clean the inner surfaces of the unit with a soft cloth and warm, soapy water. Avoid using any 
abrasive cleaners or solvents. 

• Install the appliance away from direct sunlight and heat sources to prevent damage to the 
coating and reduce power consumption. Extreme temperatures can affect proper operation. 

• Maintain a minimum of 3-5cm clearance at the top of the appliance, and a 3-5cm clearance on 
each side of the appliance for proper ventilation and heat dissipation.  

• Do not install the unit in unheated buildings, outbuildings, or garages. 

• This unit is for indoor use only. 

Caution: Keep the unit away from any substances that may cause combustion.  

 

Using Household Power 

• Connect the lead to the appliance, do not force the power cord into the appliance. 

• Securely plug the power lead into the household power outlet and turn on the power.  

• Ensure good air circulation around the fridge during operation. Do not block or cover the 
appliance.  

 

Using USB Power 

• Securely plug the USB lead into the USB power outlet. Do not force any leads into the appliance.  

• Ensure the fridge is connected to a USB outlet with a minimum current output of 2A. 
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• When using the fridge in a vehicle, ensure the engine is running to provide adequate voltage 
supply to the fridge. 

• Plug into the USB-marked socket on the fridge. 

• Maintain good air circulation (at least 3-5cm clearance on all sides and top) around the fridge 
during operation and avoid blocking or covering the appliance.  

 

Cooling and Heating Operation 

• First make sure the switch at the side of the cooler and warmer is in OFF state. 

• Insert the plug of the power cord into the socket of the unit. 

• Insert the plug of the cigarette lighter into the cigarette lighter in the car. 

• Cooling: set the power switch position to COLD. The green indicator will be on indicating the unit 
is in cooling mode. 

• Heating: set the switch position to HOT. The red indicator will be on indicating the unit is in 
heating mode.  

Tips and Tricks  

• Place items closer to the thermoelectric element for better cooling efficiency. 

• For very cold drinks, aluminum canned drinks enhance the icing effect.  

• For cosmetic or skincare products, position them on the middle or lower shelf closer to the 
thermoelectric cooler for optimal cooling.  

• Note that colder ambient temperatures may cause internal freezing of items.  

• Ensure room temperature remains between 18-25°C for optimal operation.  

• Adequate ventilation is essential at all times.

• Interior Maintenance: 
Clean the inside of the appliance with clean water and a non-hazardous cleaner, then wipe it dry 
with a cloth. Avoid using any abrasives or solvents during cleaning.

Thoroughly clean the door gaskets to prevent potential damage and increase operational life.

Remove dust using a dry, clean cloth to maintain the external cleanliness of the appliance.

• Avoid prolonged door openings to prevent a significant increase in internal temperature. 

• Regularly clean surfaces such as shelves, drawers, and door seals, using a mild detergent and 
warm water. 

• Ensure accessible drains are also kept clean to prevent the build-up of dirt and bacteria. 

 

If the appliance will be unused for an extended period, take the following steps: 

• Switch off the fridge. 

• Clean and dry the interior thoroughly. 

• Leave the door open slightly to allow air circulation and prevent the growth of mold and 
mildew. 

• Refrain from storing explosive substances, such as aerosol cans with flammable propellants, in 
the appliance to avoid potential hazards. 

• In the event of a damaged power cable, only a local qualified electrician or retailer should carry
