BEFORE INSTALLATION
1. LOCATE THE FIREBOX

Your new electric fireplace may be installed virtually anywhere in your
home. However, when choosing a location, ensure that the general
instructions are followed.

e Forbestresults, install out of direct sunlight.

* The appliance should be connected to an earthed electrical outlet
and it must be easily accessible to allow disconnection.

3. REMOVE FRONT GLASS PANEL

* Remove the screws for fixing the front glass pabel from two sides of
the appliance, and then , carefully lift upward the front glass panel
to take downit.

Note: Save the screws removed from the appliance.

e Finish the wall by paint or wall paper.

Remove the log fuel bed if you want to replace it with crystal media.

HOW TO REMOVE LOG FUEL BED
Remove and save the galvanized screws on both sides for fixing the

fuel bed to take downit.

Insert the firebox into the framework and fix it by four ST4x40

SCrews
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e Evenly scatter the crystal media on the fuel bed.

e Install the front glass panel back .Make sure the hook is fully hooked

into the lock. The installation is completed now.

e Place the wall mounted bracket in the desired position ensuring
that the bracket is leveled. Mark and drill the holes.

e Insert wall plug(for concrete wall only) into the holes and secure
the bracket to the wall with six ST5*40 screws.

* Fix the L brackets to the bottom of the firebox with four M4*8
screws.
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Hang the firebox on the wall bracket and mark the position of the L
bracket ,then take the firebox down. Drill 2 holes on the marked
point, insert 2 wall plugs into the holes, then hang on the firebox
again and fix it by two ST5*40 screws.

* Repeat the steps mentioned above to arrange the fuel bed
and install the front glass panel and fix it to the sides of
firebox with the screws.

FREE STANDING- FOR EF449A/EF450A/EF451A ONLY

e Install the standing bracket onthe bottom of the appliance with
four M4*8 screws.

e Repeat the steps mentioned above to arrange the fuel bed
and install the front glass panel and fix it to the sides of
firebox with the screws.
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OPERATING INSTRUCTION
BEFORE OPERATION

WARNING! Do not operate the appliance if it is damaged or has
malfunctioned. If you suspect the appliance is damaged or has
malfunctioned, call a qualified service engineer to inspect the
appliance, and replace any part of the electrical system if
necessary, before re-use.

WARNING! To reduce the risk of fire, keep textiles, curtains, or
any other flammable material a minimum distance of 1 meter
from the air outlet.

« MAKE SURE the plug fits tight in the outlet. Faulty wall outlet
connections or loose plugs can cause the outlet to overheat.

* DO NOT disconnect the power at the mains supply whilst the
applianceis running. Use the functions on the remote to turn the
fire off and ensure the mains switch has been moved to the off
position before disconnecting.

* The appliance can be operated conveniently in 2 different ways:
manually or via the remote control handset.

Hold time button ® on the remote to enter date and time setting mode;
Repeatedly press time button @ to select date, D1-D7 will show on the
display which represents Monday-Sunday. Press button «J to confirm, and
then automatically enter hour setting. Press button @ to set the hour, and
press button «? to save and then automatically enter minute setting. Press
button\Magain to set minute and then press «Jto save.

SETUP 7 DAYS TIMER

e Hold the button on the remote until the 7 days timer indicator on the
firebox flashes to enter 7 days timer setting mode.

e D1 (Monday) will show on the display and then press «J to confirm; then
00 will show on the display. Press button ® to set the time for turning on
the heater and then press «J to confirm; The 00 will show on the display,
press ® to set the time for turning off the heater and then presse«Jto
confirm. PLEASE NOTE: There is only one period each day for heating on
and off.

* Repeat the steps above to set the timer for D2 to D7 (Tuesday to Sunday).
The display on fire will show the time for turning on and off the heater as
same as the time of last day. If you want to change the time, press the
button@ .

e If you don't want to set for a certain day, just set both start and end time
as 00.

e Hold 7 days timer button ato save all settings after you finish the setting
for Sunday. The indicator will stop to flash.

e The weekly timer will be set only when you finish the setting from Monday
to Sunday completely. During the setting process, the pause of more than
20 seconds will terminate the entire weekly timer setting.

OPEN WINDOW DETECTION

Open Window Detection is an innovative eco feature that detects a rapid drop
in room temperature caused by an open window. The warning word "oP" will
be displayed on the appliance and the heater will be turned off. If the room
temperature rises or the remote control is operated manually, the heater
will return to its normal working state.

ADAPTIVE START CONTROL

Learning from the previous heating cycle enables the appliance to judge the
appropriate advance time to turn on the heater to ensure that the set
temperature is reached at the set time. For example, if your timer is set to
start at 18:00 and temperature is set to 23°C, the fire may for example come
onat17:30toensuretheroomis23°Cat 18:00.
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RESETTING THE THERMAL CUT OUT

The appliance is fitted with an Electronic Safety Control (E.S.). Thisis a
safety device which switches off the fire if, for any reason, the
appliance overheats, e.g. when covered. If the heater stops operating
while the flame effect continues working normally, this indicates that
the E.S. Controlisin operation. The E.S. control can only be re-set after
the appliance has cooled down, and the appliance has been reset.
Resetting of the E.S. Control procedures are as follows :

1. Press button STAND BY on fire to turn off the appliance and leave it
off for approximately 10-15 minutes.

2. Remove any obstruction to the fan heater outlet or fan blades etc.
Make sure that the power supply is disconnected with the plug socket
outlet while doing this.

3. Turnon the appliance and the E.S. Control will be reset.

4. Ensure that the appliance is functioning correctly. If the E.S. Control
operates again. The appliance should be checked by a competent
electrician.
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MAINTENANCE

WARNING! Before any maintenance or cleaning of the exterior
of the fireplace, the unit should be disconnected from the power
supply until it has cooled.

REMOTE HANDSET BATTERY REPLACEMENT

Replace with two AAA batteries. Make sure the batteries are installed
correctly inthe remote control.

MAINTENANCE OF MOTORS

The motors used on the fan and flame effect are pre-lubricated for
extended bearing life and require no further lubrication. However,
periodic cleaning/vacuuming of the fan/heater unitis recommended.

CLEANING THE FIREPLACE

You can clean the exterior of the fireplace with a soft, damp, lint-free
cloth. DO NOT use cleaning or polishing products. To remove
fingerprints or other marks on the front glass panel, use a soft, damp,
lint-free cloth with a good quality household glass cleaner. The front
glass panel should always be completely dried with a clean, lint-free
cloth or paper towel.

WARNING! Abrasive cleaners should not be used on the glass
panel. Liquids should not be sprayed directly onto any surface of
the unit.
