Power - When you first plug the unit in, the ‘Visor’ will open
and the unit will perform an air quality test in Auto mode.

‘Air quality indicator’ or slide the ‘Visor' all the way down. To
turn the unit on again, press the ‘Power button'.

@ Fan speed - To manually select the fan speed, move the ‘Visor’
up to increase fan speed and down to decrease.

Storage

The pre-filter and body of the unit should be cleaned regularly and

prior to long term storage. Always store in a cool, dry place.

® Ensure the unit is switched off and unplugged from the mains
power.

® Remove the filter from the unit.

® (Clean the filter chamber, air inlet and the outside of the unit
with a dry cloth.

The filters are not
washable. Only use genuine Avalla filters designed for this specific

model.
