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BEFORE THE FIRST USE
Place the device on a flat stable surface and ensure a minimum
of 100 cm. free space around the device. This device is not
suitable for installation in a cabinet or for outside use.

»  Put the power cable into the socket. (Note: Make sure the voltage
which is indicated on the appliance matches the local voltage
before connecting the device. Voltage 220V-240V~ 50Hz).

*  When the device will not be in use for a long time, please unplug
the power cord.

*  Warning: The below may sometimes occur due to the overlap of
the remote-control frequencies. Please pay attention to this while
using the remote control:

1. This device may react when using a remote control for other
appliances.

2. When using the remote control of this device, other electrical
appliances may react.

Replacement of remote-control battery

*  The remote control is powered by a CR2025 button cell. Replace
the battery when the battery depletes.

» Find the battery compartment on the back of the remote control.
Press and hold the tab (A) and simultaneously pull the battery
tray out (as shown in the figure below), and place a new CR2025
battery in the battery tray with correct polarity indicated, then
close the battery tray.

* Place the device on a firm level surface.

Turn on/off

»  Connect the supplied power cable to the mains socket on the fan
base and the wall socket.

» To turn the device on or off, press (I) ,on the control panel or on
the remote control.

Note:

*  When using the remote control, point the remote control at the IR
sensor on the fan base, and make sure there is no obstacle
between the remote control and the IR sensor.

Set speed

*  When the fan is on, press + / - on the control panel or the remote
control to select the desired speed level (a total of 12-speed
levels). The corresponding speed level indicator is displayed on
the control panel.

*  Press — on the control panel or the remote control to activate
or deactivate the operating mode.
— Normal mode (no indicator): The fan runs at the set speed.

— Nature mode ('—'3): The fan automatically changes the speed
at intervals according to the initially set fan speed, so that
natural and pleasant air circulation can be generated.
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— Sleep mode (e)z The fan runs at the set speed initially, then
the speed automatically changes to a next lower level every
30 minutes until the lowest speed level is reached. The fan
remains on unless it is switched off manually or by a switch-
off timer.

— ECO mode (QC ): When this function is activated and the
ambient temperature is detected above 24°C, the fan
automatically changes fan speeds by detecting changes in
the ambient temperature.

Note:

If this function is activated and the ambient temperature is
detected below or equal to 24°C, the fan will operate at speed 1.
If the function is activated, the display on the control panel always
shows the current ambient temperature indicated by the °C
symbol. If the function is deactivated, no temperature is
displayed.

Set switch-on/off timer

When the fan is on, press @ on the control panel (or the remote
control) to set a timer (up to 8 hours can be set) to turn the device
off. The set time blinks five times, the indicator shows “H” on the
LED display. After that the current speed level is displayed on the
control panel.

When the fan is off, press ® on the control panel (or the remote
control) to set a timer (up to 8 hours can be set) to turn the device
on. The timer is set after the set time blinks five times, the
indicator shows “H” on the LED display. After that the current
speed level is displayed on the control panel.

Set oscillation

When the fan is on, press v on the control panel (or the
remote control) to activate or deactivate left and right oscillation

(60°/90°).

When the fan is on, press C on the control panel (or the remote
control) to activate or deactivate up and down oscillation (60°/
90°).

Set LED display brightness

Press Y on the control panel or the remote control to toggle
the LED display on the control panel through high brightness, low
brightness, and off.
